This year we will have four of the Middle School Sessions on four different college campuses. We will have a new one in July at the
Athletes in Action Retreat and Conference Center in Xenia, Ohio and three others, one in late June (Anderson) and two others in early July in
Indiana (Franklin, DePauw).

This summer we will have 2 regular HS Skills Camps at Franklin, College with Mike Leonard and I directing the camps. In addition, a HS
Skills Camp will be held at Eureka College in Eureka, Illinois for the fourth year. Jeb Odam the new Head Coach at Taylorville HS will
again be directing this session. Last year this session had a 40% increase in enrollment and we are again expecting more that 125 campers.
